Scouting for Food 2009
This year’s Scouting for Food collection will be held on Saturday, March 7, 2009 between 9:00 and 11:00 a.m.  We are to distribute bags and collect donations from the subdivisions of Chateau Ridgelake and Burleigh Manor, and the Centennial subdivision.  This year we have two Girl Scout troops helping us out.  
I am delivering to Den Leaders Scouting for Food signs, maps of your distribution area, list of street names for each den, directions to the Church of the Resurrection (point of food drop off), and plastic bags.

Distribution Maps – The enclosed maps show your den’s area for bag distribution and collection and surrounding areas.   The maps are yours to keep and mark up as you wish.  Please keep them for distribution and collection days.   There is a legend on the side which indicates which the area for your den.  The map also indicates the approximate number of houses on each street.  Please collect the maps after bag distribution so that you can reuse them for bag collection on Saturday morning.
List of Streets – The enclosed list of streets in each den’s area has an approximate number of houses on each street.  The list might further clarify which streets you are in charge of and might help in giving scouts the right number of bags as they go into the area.

Plastic Bags – Bag Distribution should take place the week of February 23. You may want to consider doing it on the day of the week on which your den meeting is held and consider that your den meeting.  Each den has been given bags according to the number of houses it was assigned plus some extra bags. Each bag has a note with a Cub Scout’s signature attached to it asking for donations.  Please note that the names of the scouts are not necessarily the names of the scouts in your den but that’s the way it worked out while making copies.  Please remind the scouts not to put the bags inside the mailboxes.  They should be tied onto the outside of the mailbox flag or a newspaper box. Please tie the bags by the handles so that they do not blow away.  
Signs – Please have your den/troop promote the program on Friday, March 6 from 5:00-6:00 p.m. by holding up signs at the following entrances to the neighborhoods we have been assigned to.  The following street intersections have been assigned to your den:

Please remember to keep the scouts back away from Centennial Lane as traffic is very heavy and fast on that road.  Also, try not to obstruct the driver’s view with the signs.  If the weather is lousy we may consider scheduling the scouts to come in shifts so that each scout (and parent) doesn’t need to stand there for a whole hour.  To keep the scouts occupied, you can try having them count the number of waves and car honks they get from passing cars. 
I will be collecting the signs from you to reuse next year.  Please bring them to the Blue and Gold Dinner and I can get them then.  

Collection Pick Up - We will be collecting the food on Saturday, March 7 starting at around 9:30 a.m.    It is recommended that one adult follow the group with a vehicle to store collected food.  You can also have an adult walk around with a wagon as well. 
Map and Directions to the Church of the Resurrection – I am enclosing 4 copies of the directions to Church of the Resurrection as you may want to give a copy to the parents helping out with the collection on March 1.  The church is located at 3175 Paulskirk Drive (off of Chatham Road behind the Home Depot).  The church’s food pantry will be open at 10 a.m.  We will have a table for our Pack where you can place the food donations so that we can count and weigh them before giving them to the food pantry.  We will also have doughnuts and juice for the scouts who help out that day.  Dropping off food is the last step of this project.
Miscellaneous 

Please recycle any bags you do not use for the bag distribution.  Please let me know if you didn’t have enough.

I will need a list of names of both scouts and adults who helped with the project.  The scouts will receive a patch from the district so I will need to report the names and numbers shortly after we are done on Saturday.  Please note that if you had siblings or other people not in your den helping out, we need to know those names too so that we may get a patch for each of them.

Please encourage anyone who wants to help out on March 7th but has other commitments in the morning to contact me regarding being a “sweeper”.  Often if another pass is made by all the houses again, more bags can be picked up from those that either set out their bags late or were missed the first time around.  Last year we collected about a dozen extra bags from “sweeps”.
