Scouting for Food 2009
Scouting for Food will take place the first week of March.  This year we are fortunate to have two Girl Scout troops participating with us.  We added the Centennial subdivision to our collection area last year and it was a bit of a challenge to get all the bags distributed and all the food picked up. We are thrilled that Sandy Deming's and Jennifer Garner/Tonya Grossman's Girl Scouts will be helping us out this year. I will be redrawing the maps from last year so that each Cub Scout den and Girl Scout troop will have their individual area.  

 

The schedule is as follows:

 

Saturday, February 21 - I will be distributing maps, bags, posters, directions, etc. to Den Leaders at the Pinewood Derby.  I can also pass the materials on to Girl Scout leaders/parents as well.  There will be an activity table at the Pinewood where scouts can help make additional signs.

 

Saturday, February 28 - Wednesday, March 4 - Bag Distribution.  Scouts meet at assigned intersection of their area and walk around their area tying bags to mailboxes.  

 

Friday, March 6, 5-6pm -  Scouts promote the program and remind neighbors about pickup day by standing on assigned corners in our area, holding up signs that say "Scouting for Food Pickup Tomorrow Morning", and wave at cars passing by. 

Saturday, March 7, 9:30am-   Scouts meet at same assigned intersection to begin collecting food.  Scouts can use a wagon or have an adult driving slowly near them to collect bags of food.  Once their whole area has been covered, bags of food are dropped off at Church of the Resurrection in Ellicott CIty.  At the church, bags are counted, weighed and distributed evenly between 4 food banks who will be getting the food.  All participating scouts are invited to partake in donuts for all their hard work.  

 

Saturday, March 7 - Sunday, March 8 -  All scout leaders provide Anna Katz with names of participating scouts so that they can be counted for the Scouting for Food patch.
